2007 Funding Report for SHARE/PHA
 Thanks to generous sponsorship of SHARE/PHA, YAKKUM Bali was last year able to send two members of staff to receive training as Physiotherapy Assistants over a 7 week period from the 3rd of November to 22nd of December 2007.
 This course, held at Bhakti Luhur in Malang, East Java, was jam-packed with theory and practical learning and assessments.  Participants completed 6 days a week of full-time training in anatomy, causes and signs of disability, physiotherapy assessment, treatment, documentation and evaluation of service provision, as well as weekly practical sessions with trained professional physiotherapists and their patients at Bhakti Luhur.

 YAKKUM Bali sent two employees to this training, I Made Gunung and I Ketut Darma, from our central and Karangasem offices respectfully.  While they were participating in their training, Gunung and Darma stayed at the living quarters at Bhakti Luhur and had all meals provided.

 On the 9th of November, YAKKUM Bali needed all hands on deck in Karangasem, to meet 40 sponsors of our major donor, the Anika Linden Foundation (ALF).  These sponsors came from all around the world to meet our staff and see our activities first hand.  Gunung and Darma came back to Bali to help out on the day and meet the group from ALF.  After just a week’s training it was already apparent that both our prospective physiotherapy assistants had already learnt a lot and were hungry for more.

 Since returning in December and graduating from this training, Gunung and Darma have been working with physiotherapists from Sanglah Hospital and Australia, as well as our volunteer occupational therapist.  They have been following up on therapists’ assessments and continuing therapy programmes as outlined by the therapists.  The basics they have learnt about disability and how the body works during their training, has made them even more invaluable to the YAKKUM Bali team than even before.  We are looking forward to our new Australian Youth Ambassadors for Development volunteer, Una Fahey, who is set to start at YAKKUM Bali in August 2008.  Una will be working closely with our newly-trained physiotherapy assistants and, funding permitting in 2009, a local physiotherapist, in order to further develop their assessment, treatment, documentation and evaluation skills.
