· Application of the new nutrition science project – particularly with the current reviews of the Core Food Groups and Dietary Guidelines 
6. Other Business

· Concerns were raised about recent food company (Sanitarium) sponsorship and the potential for more.  CEO agreed that PHAA needed to operate within their sponsorship policy and welcomed FANSIG/PHAA members to review this policy.  CEO noted that it was important to continue dialogue around risks/benefits of sponsorships and encouraged continued input from FANSIG.  He noted that fund raising was a reality that PHAA had to face and he was seeking non food industry sponsorship too.
