The Executive Leadership Award was established by the Public Health Association of Australia (South Australia Branch) in 1997.  It was renamed the Senior Public Health Award, and then in 2004 was renamed the Basil Hetzel Leadership in Public Health Award.  

The purpose of this award is to recognise the valuable contribution made by PHAA leaders to public health in South Australia.  It is usually awarded at the PHAA (SA) Annual General Meeting, at which time the winner is invited to address the members.

Who is eligible for nomination?

Any person who you believe has made a significant leadership contribution to Public Health research, teaching and/or practice over a number of years can be nominated for the Basil Hetzel Award, except current members of the PHAA (SA) Executive Committee.

Who can nominate?

Any financial member of PHAA may nominate a member for the Leadership Award, provided you are familiar with the contribution made by that person.  You do not need their permission to nominate them.

Selection Criteria 

Each application will be assessed against the following criteria using a scoring system:

	The nominee must be a public health expert who:

· Demonstrates leadership in Public Health in SA

· Demonstrates innovations in teaching, research and/or theory development and application 

· Contributes to the strategic directions and values of the profession and thereby contributes to excellence in service provision to consumers

· Is available as a resource person and/or mentor.

· Actively participates in professional practice activities

· Demonstrates courage in maintaining principles of public health


How do I nominate somebody?

If you would like to nominate somebody for the 2011 Basil Hetzel Award, please follow these steps:

1. Complete a nomination form (make sure you have signed it) and provide a justification for the nomination, specifically addressing each of the selection criteria noted above

After the closing date, members of the PHAA (SA) Executive Committee will:

· Ensure all nominations are complete.  Incomplete applications will be withdrawn.

· Contact each nominee, explain they have been nominated for the award and ask for a one-page summary of their curriculum vitae.  The name of the nominator will not be disclosed.

· Assess each application against the selection criteria, scoring 5 marks for each criteria, up to a total of 30 marks

· Recommend a winner to the President, who will be announced at the (SA) Annual General Meeting.

About the Honorable Dr Basil Hetzel, AC

Basil Hetzel was proclaimed a National Living Treasure by the National Trust on March 15, 2004.  He is most famous for his work on iodine deficiency, particularly in developing countries, however his impact on public health also been felt in academic institutions and  the field of indigenous health.

From 1956 - 1985 Dr Hetzel served as Reader and then Michell Professor of Medicine at The Queen Elizabeth Hospital, University of Adelaide; Foundation Professor of Social and Preventive Medicine at Monash University, and the First Chief of the CSIRO Division of Human Nutrition.

He was the Chancellor of the University of South Australia from 1992-1993 and is currently the chair of that same university’s Bob Hawke Prime Ministerial Centre.  In 2001 the Clinical Research Centre at The Queen Elizabeth Hospital was renamed ‘The Basil Hetzel Institute for Medical Research’.  

Dr Hetzel is a lifetime member of the PHAA, and the SA Branch is proud to rename this award in his honour.
