Memorandum of Understanding between Australian Red Cross, Dietitians Association of Australia and Public Health Association of Australia
The Dietitians Association of Australia, Australian Red Cross and the Public Health Association of Australia agree to work in collaboration to address nutrition and food security issues among the most vulnerable people in Australia with a particular focus on Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples. 
Therefore this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is being entered into for the purpose of formalising the relationship and collaboration between the Dietitians Association of Australia, Public Health Association of Australia and Australian Red Cross in the following areas:  

· Joint advocacy 
· Collaboration on the development of preventative health strategies for remote Indigenous communities

· Collaboration on the development of food and nutrition policies, e.g. food security 
· Advocacy for change to social environments to promote better health and nutrition 
· Partnership in providing access to expert technical advice on nutrition related issues  

· Support for Red Cross in recruiting dietitians and nutritionists by using organisational memberships
· Support for the development of Red Cross staff skills and knowledge on nutrition and public health related issues.
We recognise that there may be opportunities between the organisations to develop collaborative submissions and projects on specific issues, where natural synergies exist between the key strategic and policy goals of the organisations.
Acknowledging the resource and other limitations to which each organisation is subject, and with mutual respect and understanding of each other’s skills, areas of expertise and distinct membership, we agree that each member organisation will encourage collaboration in national, jurisdictional and locally based projects and advocacy activities particularly focussing on food and nutrition issues, such as food security.  Communications and/or meetings may be undertaken as needed in relation to emerging social justice and equity policy issues relating to food and nutrition that may require the development of joint positions and advocacy activities. 
The parties agree that public communication (media releases, public statements) about joint projects shall be approved by all parties prior to release.  None of the parties shall use the logo, trademarks, brand or name of the other parties without the express written consent and agreement to this effect in each instance.
