Agreed PHAA should continue be involved in ongoing review of the Act to better represent the issues in relation to non-health care practitioners. Action: Jane to continue to pursue this position in coalition. Liz to raise through AMSANT.
· Uranium- Letter from Australian Nuclear Free Alliance inviting, Agreed that: 1 we would have PHAA join the Alliance moved: CR seconded PT. That the NT Branch provide a rep to the Alliance for future contact and attendance. Clive nominated by PT seconded Robbie Lloyd.  Agreed to donate $1,000 towards the cost of the upcoming Australian Nuclear Free Alliance meeting in Quorn, moved PT seconded CR.  Letter sent to ANFA- CR.  Has payment been made?
