Rosalie has met with Vicki and some email discussions ensured. Our draft letter was sent to Vicki unofficially. Discussed at meeting. Confirmed the position that we can accept a guideline plus a statement in Parliament of intention to review the Act. There are still concerns that if this became a political issue the current Act may lead to prosecution of a medical practitioner.
Await for Warwick to return to get his input unless it will be > 1 week.

Continue out of session.

Care and Protection of Children Act
The Act is due for review and was not reviewed at 12 months. Some concerns expressed thru AMSANT about the 2 year gap. A health service has considered that this is too narrow and is not the same as in other jurisdictions. There is an instance of a 14 year old’s 19 year old ‘socially accepted’ partner being gaoled under the Act.
Environmental Health Act Review: It looks like there is no possibility of taking this further now; so let issue lapse.
Socially and Ecologically Sustainable NT Population: put as area of interest for web site review. To consider and discuss next meeting. Carried over. 
Nuclear issues:
NT Waste Dump –
Position Statement on nuclear medicine – This was going to cost about $3500 to employ someone else to do or cost PHAA hours of national office time. In light of this ?strategic intent / outcome and why not put effort into getting inquiry instead. Decision as to how to proceed unable to be taken today so issue carried forward.
Fire Alarms: 
Policy submitted. Idea of using this for article in Intouch or ANZJPH for national policy influence.
Alcohol issues: PAAC Report: Now have a website. Agreed: PHAA will have its logo put onto the website as a member. See if we can add a spiel about why we are members of PAAC.

PHAA alcohol policy will be developed through the Policy process.

Road safety: – still intent to get speed limits reduced to 50kph in town. Road Safety mob are introducing the National Guidelines. No further action at this stage.

Intervention Rollback Action Group
Hilary was informed of previous meetings decision. She was not able to come to this meeting to discuss with us. Clive expressed surprise at PHAA NT not supporting it. IRAG statement is now gone to government and the topic is not longer active. If PHAA NT needs to have a position on the Intervention we can develop one. Or we can develop a more strategic approach to the bundle of Aboriginal health and well being related issues (see existing policy).
