Selection Criteria

· Contributes to the promotion of primary health care at the broader organisational level (eg. through the promotion of primary health care at policy and/or service development level) thereby contributing to excellence in service provision to consumers

· Is available as a resource person and/or mentor

· Advocates on behalf of primary health care
