2. Minutes of previous AGM held by Meeting Tuesday 8th July 2008 at Brisbane Convention Centre.
Minute Amendments- Leisa McCarthy and Sharon Friel never joined executive committee, Patricia Carter re-nominated for committee after AGM.

Questions were raised about the income from Sanitarium for Future of Food and Dairy Australia for national conference workshop and FANSIGs income.  Sanitarium unencumbered educational grants are used directly by PHAA as special project funding. Sponsorship of the national conference workshop was designed to be cost neutral given costs of airfares, transport, venue hire and catering for workshop.

Concerns were raised about PHAA sponsorship and partnerships with food industry, particularly AFGC in relation to the 2010 Food Futures conference.  FANSIG to develop a detailed sponsorship and partnership protocol to cope with emerging issues and are not clearly delineated by PHAA’s current sponsorship proposal.  FANSIG also need a process to consider conflict of interest potential if food industry members nominate for committee.
