5. Priorities / Work plan for 2010/2011
Over the next 12 months to build on the capacity that is developing through the work undertaken in having an injury conference resolution endorsed at the PHAA conference and the Staying Active, Staying Safe forum.  Richard congratulated all involved in getting Staying Active, Staying Safe organised and it being successful.  Special thanks to Patsy, Sophie and the Centre for Injury Studies, Aleks and the AIPN, HP SIG and members of the SSSM.
Richard nominated Patsy to summarise the program and recommendations so that the brief can be sent to Michael Moore and Helen Kelleher act as an advocacy tool to government. The eight recommendations will provide advocacy to the new Ministers, Kathy King and Mark Butler; and to the Faculty of Public Health Medicine through James Harrison.
To follow on:
· Focus on the resolution from the PHAA conference and Staying Active, Staying Safe rather than new issues.  A focus of 2 or 3 topics is recommended.
· Increase IP SIG membership and involvement of current members. Richard is to obtain the membership list from the PHAA to enable more targeted approaches to increase the active involvement.

· Joint policy work with other SIGs eg Alcohol

· Defining what a partnership with the AIPN means

· Collaboration with overarching groups

· PHAA

· AIPN

· Royal Australian Association of Surgeons

· Faculty of Public Health Medicine

· NIPWG (which is focussed on falls)

· SSSM to have systems support for a wider range eg road transport

· Bringing key Injury Prevention workers together through policy work and consultation

5.1 Policies

1. Injury prevention policy was updated and has been approved.
2. Firearms policy: Presented to the 2010 conference but was returned with a request for more current data. Sophie advised that she can update the data.
3. Alcohol – HP SIG is likely to take the lead on this but need to indicate that IP SIG can work with HP.
4. Residential Pool Fencing Policy: in the archive, needs retrieving and needs updating to include blow up pools and to highlight that less pools now need new fencing but there is need for ongoing gate and fence maintenance. Richard to do. 
5. Drowning in Rural and Remote Australia Policy: needs new data – Richard to do.  
6. Falls: requires updating – Patsy to take the lead re new national guidelines
7. Falls from windows: MUARC had undertaken some work on this issue. Patsy advised that Claire Monger at NSW Health had done some work on this last year. To be followed up in 2011.
5.2 Meetings

· PHAA 41st Annual conference 26-28 September 2011, Brisbane Convention Centre, Brisbane.  Opportunity to have a half day workshop prior to the conference with some clear resolutions.  It is a balance between focussing on a particular issue and being overwhelmed by it (eg Alcohol) and in highlighting the need for raining IP as a major public health issue.
· The call for abstracts closes mid March so there is need to ensure that there are a number of injury abstracts especially form QLD.  This will indicate to the PHAA that it is a serious issue and it will create a conference stream.
· AIPN – Brisbane 3-6 November.  Need to consult with the AIPN to ascertain what is possible
