


THE KERRY KIRKE STUDENT AWARD:
 The Public Health Association of Australia Inc 
(SA Branch)

Background

The Public Health Association of Australia (South Australia Branch) sponsors a number of awards and scholarships annually. This document details the specific selection criteria used for the Kerry Kirke Student Award, and aims to ensure transparency and avoid ambiguity.  For each award or scholarship a number of Executive Committee members score the applications individually, based on selection criteria.  The total marks for each application are then added together to determine the nominee’s final score.  The maximum final score attainable will depend on the number of people assessing the applications.

Kerry Kirke Student Award

Nominations for the Kerry Kirke Student Award are called for in August, with the Award being presented at the PHAA (SA) State Conference in October of each year.  The prize includes a certificate and student membership to PHAA for one year.

Each nomination must comprise the following:

· An abstract, summarising the key results of the research or work

· A statement addressing the key selection criteria listed below

· A letter of support from the student’s Supervisor

The applications are assessed against the following criteria, with each criterion worth 5 marks (equalling a maximum total score of 20 marks from each assessor):

	The nominee must be able to demonstrate the:

· Public health benefit of the student’s work

· Quality of the student’s work

· Originality of the student’s work

· Difficulty of the student’s work


PLEASE NOTE: This award is open to all students of public health (whether members of PHAA or not), and nominations will be accepted from anyone (whether members of PHAA or not).  Current Executive Committee members are not eligible to apply or nominate.
