Leading Population Health Organisations welcome Preventive Health Agency
Four of Australia’s leading population health organisations, the Population Health Congress partners, welcome the successful passage of the Australian National Preventive Health Agency Bill 2010. The partners are the Australasian Epidemiological Association, the Australian Health Promotion Association, the Australasian Faculty of Public Health Medicine and the Public Health Association of Australia.

Chair of the Population Health Congress, Professor Mike Daube, welcomed the decision saying, “we are delighted to have an Agency that will provide leadership in Australia’s fight against preventable diseases through campaigns targeting issues such as obesity, tobacco and alcohol”.

Professor Daube, who was also Deputy Chair of the Preventative Health Taskforce, added “we know that strong preventive action can over time prevent the early deaths of literally hundreds of thousands of Australians and much ill health from diseases such as cancer, cardiovascular disease and diabetes that add yet further pressures to our health care system”.

The Population Health Congress partners recognise the importance of the Agency in developing the prevention health agenda and providing a platform for further action.
