Lynne brings to the discussion her experience in public health publishing and passion for rigour and clarity in writing. Examples will be drawn from published articles.
Wednesday 3 June from 10 am to 1 pm workshop Professor Jeanne Daly, supported by Professor Jeanette Ward, will use an interactive approach to discuss how to publish in journals. Jeanne will draw on her experience as one of the editors of the Australian and New Zealand Journal of Public Health as well as her background in qualitative research.  Jeanette will draw on her extensive experience of getting research into practice in ways that include consumers and the application of quantitative research methods. Examples will be drawn from published articles.
Professor JEANNE DALY is the co-editor of the Australian and New Zealand Journal of Public Health. She is Adjunct Associate Professor in Mother and Child Health Research, La Trobe University and member of the Melbourne Qualitative Research Methods Group. Her books include Evidence-based medicine and the search for a science of clinical care (University of California Press and Milbank Memorial Fund, 2005) and The Public Health Researcher (co-authored). A number of her edited books derive from a commitment to debate on health research and research methods.
