Matters arising:

Jane will ask Stephanie Bell Congress if she is available to meet with Michael on the Monday, and for support from CAAC to provide a general orientation.  Suggest dinner after the meeting at the Dustbowl restaurant.  CR to ask ALEC to meet and discuss Uranium and other issues.  Focus of our discussions to be issues form Mission Statement- CR to circulate: From webpage:

Issues:
· Alcohol: to support actions aimed to reduce NT per capital alcohol consumption to national average. 

· Climate change: for an effective response to climate change (mitigation and adaptation). 

· Nuclear Industry: to support public action to remove the nuclear industry from the NT. 

· Road safety issues: support strategies to improve road safety in the NT and reduce the level of NT road trauma (fatalities and injury) to the same per capita levels of other Australian jurisdictions. 

· Aboriginal health: priority area with particular emphasis in supporting Aboriginal community-controlled health organisations to deliver Comprehensive Primary Health Care services. 

· The People's Health Movement (PHM): active engagement with civil society action in support of the PHM goals nationally and  internationally. 

· check current membership list again to identify any one or organisations that should be reminded. CR has drafted membership drive letter will leave chasing up old members until after renewals- August.. 
· Jane to follow up with AHPA NT. Robbie in attendance at the meeting and outlined opportunities for APHA and PHAANT to work togethers. Suggested meetings to discuss specific issues and how actions can be complementary.
· Commonwealth Govt proposal to resume Town Camp leases. Agreed that we needed to get more information from various groups.  Action: Clive will try and get some information from various town camp residents associated with Congress and from Lhere Artepe and circulate.

· NT Govt. Homelands policy- agreed to get further analysis, Action: Warwick to look at policy and use Boffa and Bruce’s comments.  Clive will talk with CLC, all information to be circulated.

Presidents report: BP meeting mainly discussed next National Conference(s).  Jane is now BP rep on Board for SA,WA, NT
Treasurer’s Rpt: Current balance $4,074.91. Some discussion about costs of phone links etc. Jane will follow-up with carol (national Office).

Advocacy:

Uranium- Request from Beyond Nuclear Initiative for PHAA Australia to co-sign a press release – draft read-out by Peter tait (copy now available on National Website), discussion about tenor of press release and actions proposed. Further discussion will occur with National Office but otherwise support.  Some discussion happening around Alice Springs groups about future directions of anti-nuclear campaigning structures. Peter Tait reported that ALEC is looking to find alternative campaigner on issue to release some of ALEC Coordinators time for other core ALEC projects.  Discussion that we would support on going actions, would prefer not to see duplication of structures if not necessary, but will await correspondence from ALEC. Second point related to how would a new position be funded. PHAA(NT) limited financial resources couldn’t support ongoing recurrent funding, but could strategically support actions as we have in the past. Again wait for contact and request.

Really caring for Kids campaign- 

Issues outstanding for Coalition are:

1. Requirement for phone call to support faxed report to Central Intake. Police were previously seeking this, but now suggest that they can call back if further details required.

2. Timing of policy changes. McCarthy still appears to want to defer amendments to December, for policy change in 2010. PT, LM to meet with Jodeen Carney to find out opposition position.

3. Change of reporting requirement from “offence” to “abuse” – RS to check Strategy group meeting minutes. 
(I have done this and minutes state

Legislation :

We seek to retain the word "offence" and insert a clause that allows an alternative to mandatory reporting of all cases

Note that these minutes state “Not for distribution” (which I have not done). 

4. Need for support for non-professionals who legally must report but have not been engaged in coalition.  Unclear what is proposed. 

Plan – 

1. Coalition to ask for delegation to review proposed new legislation

2. Agreed PHAA should be involved outside of coalition. JM to write letter re – timing and priority of this issue for parliament, request to view and comment on proposed new legislation
