· Next Branch presidents Meeting this Friday March 13th.
· Jane raised the issue of Branch membership and how to get more members. General discussion- agreed to check current membership list again to identify anyone or organisations that should be reminded.  Suggested strategy of forwarding copies of InTouch to people we know when it has articles of particular interest to them.

Advocacy:
Climate Change: Climate Action group is meeting with warren Snowden on March 27th. This is a national day of action on climate change. 
Action: There is to be a rally outside Snowden’s Office that date at 12:30 please all come to help lobby for higher carbon reduction targets. 

Action: Bruce (at PHAA Board) and Jane (at Branch Presidents meeting) will raise the question of ‘What is PHAA doing re Climate Change and the proposal for PHAA to develop a common health sector response?’
PAAC /Alcohol (and other Alice Springs social) Issues: PT raised concerns that a) the pro-industry alcohol lobby in town is getting strong media even though it was noted that JB had an extensive letter- the letters running against it seemed quite strong; and b) broader issues of social problems framed beyond ‘individual problem responses’ weren’t getting addressed- where is the big picture response?

Action: Peter to provide copy of his Social Issues Discussion Paper for circulation with the minutes- CR

Action: JB be asked to circulate future letters to paper about Alcohol issues for PHAA input to: a) provide greater PHAA input and b) to strengthen PHAA members engagement with PAAC where JB represents PHAA.- Jane to discuss with JB.
Australian Health Promotion Association: Since discussions over 12 months ago, where PHAA NT expressed interest on joint work opportunities, directly to AHPA NT rep who attended our meeting on joint work opportunities, we haven’t heard anything back from them. Action: Jane to follow up with AHPA NT.

General advocacy and representation opportunities: BS reported back on his involvement with the National Rural Health alliance and work being undertaken as a result of the National Health Reform Commission with a focus upon the proposed Denticare Scheme. General agreement that the aims of a new income ley of 0.75% to fund the scheme was important- strengthening the scope of universal health scheme and extending potential access to services, however other issues still remain regarding work culture, maldistribution of workforce and social inequalities that will continue to impact negatively on population dental health. BS also noted for PHAA member interest that he is a member of te Alice Springs Hospital board and the NT Health Ministers Advisory Council, and that he can take issues raised by PHAA to those forums.
