Minutes of last meeting:  Approved moved Peter Tait, Rosalie Shultz seconded.
Matters arising:

· Urban road speed campaign, still no response to request to government and police on accident statistics that relate to Alice Springs urban area. CR overstretched with other commitments, Rosalie will follow up campaign from here. Note previous campaign discussions in minutes.
· Heart Foundation, Tobacco Summit 23-24th March, Darwin, Jane attended, many different perspectives and divergent agendas at the meeting, it will aim to develop a policy and position statement. No feedback as yet.
· Mike Moore doing a tour of Australia and will be visiting NT Branch: date to be advised at this Friday’s Branch Presidents meeting. No further information.
· Power Point presentations of ‘Uranium Mining & Health’ and ‘Urban Speed Limits’ to be placed on PHAANT website- CR both are now on website.
· check current membership list again to identify any one or organisations that should be reminded. CR has current membership and will commence checking ASAP.
· Climate Change: Climate Action group is meeting with warren Snowden on March 27th. This is a national day of action on climate change. 

Action: There is to be a rally outside Snowden’s Office that date at 12:30 please all come to help lobby for higher carbon reduction targets.  Rally occurred.
Action: Bruce (at PHAA Board) and Jane (at Branch Presidents meeting) will raise the question of ‘What is PHAA doing re Climate Change and the proposal for PHAA to develop a common health sector response?’ PHAA has now recruited a person to work on the policy.
· Peter to provide copy of his Social Issues Discussion Paper for circulation with the minutes- CR- apology from CR got Peter’s paper but forgot to forward will do so with next minutes.
· JB be asked to circulate future letters to paper about Alcohol issues for PHAA input to: a) provide greater PHAA input and b) to strengthen PHAA members engagement with PAAC where JB represents PHAA.- Discussed at meeting, John will add CR to PAAC mailing list and other PHAA members who wish to have PHAA input to issue please contact JB.
· Jane to follow up with AHPA NT. AHPA president and secretary now both Alice Springs people, still waiting for them to come to a meeting.
Presidents report:
Minutes of last BP minutes, Clive asked Jane to get a correction in the section on strategic plan. His comments were that there should be a 2way synergy between the Branch’s strategic issues and those of the national board where possible, not as it currently reads that he stated only the branches should be cognisant of the national strategies. Action JMc to get corrected.
No other issues.

Correspondence:

Baby food campaign- postcard with last ANZJPH, Action: CR to email all members encouraging them to post card to Roxon.
Junk food advertising campaign- recent email to all members to go online and participate in the campaign.
Advocacy:

Uranium- Update- exploratory drilling has commenced at the Angela/Pamela site. PHAA action since last meeting- public launch of our PowerPoint on Uranium and Health held at ASTC 21/4/09 hosted by ALEC, around 80 people in attendance, good feedback on presentation (both the oral component on the night & the PowerPoint). Clive has done 2 talks with groups of Aboriginal Males. CR spoke at Rally on May 9th.  Waste Dump- new joint letter from NGO’s to Rudd following up letter sent last year calling on the government to immediately repeal the CRWM Act. (letter tabled at meeting). Campaign proposal now to bring political pressure in NT- target swinging seats in NT Legislative Assembly in Darwin & federally focus on Garret.

Really caring for Kids campaign- Update apparently high level government talks have occurred regarding the new Mandatory Reporting of youth sexual activity Act. Not sure of outcome yet. AMSANT will organise a coalition meeting in next week or so.  PHAANT position has been developed out of session, everyone is happy with its progress.  Actions- PT to circulate policy position for final PHAANT endorsement. Then ask Mike Daube to ok position paper and get national office to send out Media Release. Jane to forward final position paper and media release to CR to put on Branch website. Letter to be written to NT Ministers PT & JMc to action. Suggestions of GP civil disobedience Campaign still a possibility. 
Also suggestion that Roxon be asked to put pressure back on NT Government./  Also suggestion this issues be raised in the context of NT self-government campaign- is the government able to bring in carefully developed legislation?

Alcohol/PAAC- Update Reference Panel Meeting, has sent alcohol date to Menzies School of Health who are undertaking the evaluation of alcohol measures in Alice Springs. Recent complaints that current per capita figures do not include impact of tourists incorrect. In fact the number of tourists is estimated on peak tourist season, so if anything it overcorrects for tourists, ie in many months per capita consumption figures are being stated as being below what they should be because there are less tourist (the denominator is actually higher than it should be).  Another “Turn down the tap” rally is being planned.
Other matters:


Issues of National Office Initiated action in the NT and our ability to have input. For future requests from National office for us to comment upon issues they have initiated eg Media release on NT Budget, we respond immediately to them stating our intention to canvas NT Executive opinion and that they need to hold off on any further action until they hear back.
