APPLICATION GUIDELINES
1. Nominations must have two nominators.

2. Nominators must be WA Branch members. 
3. Nominators must include a brief justification for nominating the Aboriginal individual/ group/ organisation including a description of the nominee's contribution to improving the health outcomes of Indigenous people in WA (Complete attached Nomination Form. 300 words maximum). 
4. The following guidelines should be considered when nominating the individual/ group/ organisation:
· The nominee demonstrates a commitment to improving the health outcomes of the WA Indigenous community and closing the gap in life expectancy.

· The contribution required effort and commitment beyond the call of duty. 

· Contributions made over an extended period will be considered favourably.

· Nominations should not be limited to leaders of health professionals, communities or organisations, but should recognise contributions at all levels including volunteers and community members.

5. Nominations close at COB 10 October 2009. Late applications will not be accepted.
