Gambling with Public Health: Public interest, private profit and vested interests

Presented by the Public Health Association of Australia (Vic Branch)
Commercial gambling is saturating public spaces as never before. Gambling companies sponsor elite sport, donate to good causes, provide seemingly much needed revenue to the public purse, and provide their products not only at gargantuan casinos, but at every newsagent, on-line, and, perhaps most pervasively and harmfully, in local pubs and clubs throughout most of Australia. The human costs of this are high – people who have problems with gambling number in the hundreds of thousands, and they, their families, employers and society, pay a hefty price, in mental and emotional ill-health, family separation, the abuse and neglect of children, legal costs, imprisonment, and self-harm. This forum brings together researchers from a range of backgrounds to explore the intersections of public health and public interest in the field of commercial gambling. 

· Richard Woolley and Charles Livingstone will discuss the technologies of gambling industries, in particular the ubiquitous electronic gambling machine and what can be done to address the harm produced by this lucrative but most harmful form of gambling. 

· Peter Adams will challenge the contemporary construction of problem gambling wherein responsibility rests on the shoulders of those with ‘a problem’. Instead, he argues that the broader political and social determinants of contemporary gambling must be addressed to answer questions about why governments and businesses have become so dependent on the avaricious consumption of gambling’s profits. 

· Peter Miller will address conflict of interest issues that arise for journal editors when researchers accept funds from gambling industries, in some cases without acknowledgement, and the implications of this for independence in research. He proposes a framework for identifying and addressing such vested interest.
