Minutes

2. Minutes of previous AGM  were tabled
3. Presented 
· the Annual Report. Highlights included:  
· the Preventive health Task force has balanced advocacy opportunities and future employment. RF felt that the Task force addressed a narrow range and that there may be other items the SIG would wish to address in the coming year. PH  asked members to send him any other issues and he will raise them with this group and with national office.
· Communication continues via teleconference and email.
· Population Policy –is now a PHAA priority with a media release from Michael Moore and support from National Office
· The joint workshop with FANSIG was successful with PHAA CEO and representatives from National Office in attendance
· Richard (chair of Injury SIG) felt that SIGs could improve their partnerships with other SIGs eg health promotion is part of the work of all SIGs. 
· Suggested that policy input be shared with other SIGs via convenors.
· The Financial Report 
· Balance currently $14,000 (less $500 grant and  $1000 workshop support). Leaves $12,000 balance

· HPSIG funds were used to support a joint workshop at the conference with FANSIG. 
· For 2010 conference the group have supported a collaboration with SIG Injury to hold a workshop at the 40th anniversary of the PHAA conference in 2010 and will keep possibilities open to again collaborate with FANSIG
· Two $500 travel grants were promoted in 2009.  Only one offered for $500.
4. Election of Committee 
· Convenor – SJ  offered  to  co-convene with PH

· HN will continue with minutes. 
· RF will not be a member but will act a a link between Injury and HP SIG, new members include Julie Edwards and Mary Tehan.  
· P. Howat will call Phillippa Farrell ( She subsequently agreed  to join the  committee)

5. Priorities/Workplan for 2009/2010
· The workplan communicates what we intend to do in 2010 and its basis is the annual report headings. PH encouraged members to let hm know of any issues they would like to include for  2010

· 1) communication via bi-monthly emails

· 2) policy updates for National Office

· 3) Advocacy – work with National Office e.g. recent population sustainability issue

· 4) Priorities for 2010: alcohol, obesity, injury, other issues specific to HPSIG

· 5) it is important to include celebrations and sharing good news items

6. Other Business 

· HPSIH will continue its liaison with AHPA and IUHPE via PH and other members.
· RF discussed an informal university consortium for health promotion not unlike the cancer research consortium which has many members.

· PH requested all members send him their CV so that he can identify who may be able to assist national office  e.g. reviewing media release or other documents

· Two grants of up to $1,000 each was suggested for 2010 conference support for student members. HPSIG will promote them early and encourage applications (not only for those who are good at applying for funds). Members discussed options and decided to still promote to distant and local members. 
· ACTION: This amount was agreed and grant criteria will remain as is. PH will circulate to members for review early in 2010. The grants will be publicised
