Turning the rhetoric of prevention into reality.
The National Preventative Health Strategy was presented to government in June 2009, after 15 months of consultation and development. It has the direct intention of reaching the goal of Australia being the healthiest nation by 2020, with ambitious targets that respond to the need for urgent, comprehensive and sustained action. 
The Strategy covers three multi-year phases until 2020. Not surprisingly, many of the actions are required in the first four-year phase, and it presents a number of challenges to all levels of government, to industry, to the public health community, and to the Australian community at large. 

The lecture will cover the key policy and implementation challenges in the Strategy and will examine some of the successes and failures to date.
Rob Moodie is Professor of Global Health at the Nossal Institute for Global Health at the University of Melbourne.  Between 1998 and 2007 he was the CEO of VicHealth. He is the chair of the National Preventative Health Task Force, and chairs the Melbourne Storm Rugby League Club.

Since 1979 he has worked for Save the Children Fund, Medicins Sans Frontieres, Congress, the Aboriginal Health Service in Alice Springs, the Burnet Institute and for the World Health Organization. He was the inaugural Director of Country Programs at the joint United Nations Program on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS). He writes regularly in the media and is co-editor/author of four books, including Hands on Health Promotion. His most recent book is Recipes for a Great Life with Gabriel Gate.
